  but the mercy of the wicked is cruel.ò Proverbs 12:10 
 

When I was in college I changed locations three times (seriously it was        

a great  way to keep the gpa up) and changed my major three times (think     

I was in tune with my goals?) and I ended up with an animal husbandry     

degree.  I was one of  the last classes to graduate from Missouri with that 

classification of degree, as a few years later the majorôs title was changed to  

animal science. In my humble animal opinion thus ended thousands of years 

of care to become one step further removed from the heart of raising live-

stock and pets. 
 

When I was on the farm we were taught that our animals were a God given responsibility to 

manage  them for their health and our income, their ease of life and our needs balanced out in 

the vocation of a shepherd, herdsmen, husbandry man, caretaker and tiller of   the soil along 

with family provider. This is what the verse above reminded me of ï the need    to be ñinvolved 

and knowledgeable of    our stewardship.ò 
 

Perhaps one way of writing about this since 

most of us are not farmers is that stewardship  

of our land   and animals is not only having the 

best yard we possibly can but using it to help 

our families and     neighbors know that we can 

become closer to our roots as we grow a small 

garden (we donôt need another war to have  

Victory Gardens) and teaching our children and 

neighborhood children where and how plants 

provide our food.  We can grow, like I did this summer (2015), tomatoes, peas, green beans, 

summer squash, zucchini, peppers, carrots, cucumbers, lettuce, bok choi, cabbage, onions and 

radishes in a 20x8 space along a sidewalk in my side yard.  You wouldnôt believe how many 

neighbors are encouraged to grow a garden once they see it can be done!  Of course I have to 

fight the deer.  I built a 5-foot fence around the   garden with ñdeer away odorò canisters and pin 

wheels to spin in the wind. Whatôs a yard for anyway? The local awards or use for your family? 
 

I havenôt even mentioned pets and I do not have a pet at this time however over the years our 

family has had many.  When I was on the farm pets had a purpose for security, herding and 

pleasure. But cattle, horses, hogs and chickens were the focus of our time and efforts. 
 

The righteous know the needs of their animals, but the mercy of the wicked is cruel is what the 

author of these wise sayings wrote. What do you know and understand about our responsibility 

for animal welfare and our resources? Are you aware of the needs of family farmers?  Are you 

aware of the change from husbandry to science in both the negative and positive results?  What 

small change in purchasing  and in using your yard or space to teach stewardship can you do?
